The scheduled maintenance outage, to replace the fiberglass-
reinforced plastic piping with metal piping in the pollution abatement 
systems for the Liquid Incinerator (LIC) and the Deactivation Furnace 
System (DFS), continued this week at PBCDF. The new piping for the 
DFS has been installed and the LIC piping installation is almost 
complete, with planned maintenance and upgrade work ongoing on 
both furnaces. The Metal Parts Furnace continues to process non-
hazardous and secondary waste.
